BY-LAWS/PROCEDURES
1. MEMBER PROCEDURES
1.1 To abide by the constitution, all members must complete a membership form and pay their fees

1.2 USCA members can choose to participate in multiple sports; $50/Year allows you to be a member and play one sport of your choice. There is $25/ year charge for any additional sport chosen.
1.3 USCA allows Dual Membership as long as different sports are chosen amongst the club. For example, you can choose to play volleyball for another club while playing Tennis for USCA.
1.4 Players are requested to be on time for practice and assist in setting up and removing net during practices

1.5 Players must inform the captain at least by Thursday 6:00 pm if they are unable attend practice, otherwise a fine of $ 1 is imposed and must be paid before attending the next practice

1.6 Once the game starts during practice, players must wait until the game is over before they could join

1.7 Depending on the venue used for practices, from time to time, members will be requested to contribute towards renting the gym. Usually this amount ranges from   $3 - $5 per person.

2. GUEST PLAYERS PROCEDURES
2.1 Guest players are encouraged to attend USCA practices at any point in time.
2.2 Out of town guest players must give 24 hrs notice to the captain and obtain approval before they can participate in the practice.
2.3 In town guest players must give 24 hrs notice to the captain and obtain approval before they can participate in the practice.
2.4 In town guest players will be allowed to attend up to 3 practices, after that they have to decide whether to join the club or not.
3. AMENDMENTS TO MEMBER & GUEST PROCEDURES
3.1        Recently, we have seen interest in guest players wanting to attend our practices on a  

            regular basis. The Union Sports Club of Allentown (USCA) Managing Committee has 

            reviewed this interest and came up with a procedure to address this concern. In order 

            to bypass the guest procedure regulations, and to qualify for a special circumstance, the 

            guest player must present their situation to the USCA MC which will be subject to 

            approval. This special circumstance procedure can only be granted in rare situations to 

            a guest.
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
